Completion of each
level is demonstrated at a
performance exam in which
the student plays scales, an
etude, piece(s), and sight-
reading. The student’s success
is then recognized by ASTA
with the awarding of a
Certiificate of Achievement.

* After the exam, the evaluation
forms are sent to the teacher to be
discussed with the student.

Minor, one fast movement
